Sound Bites: Hall Two Concerts for Foundation and KS1

Performed and devised by musicians in our Learning and Participation
team, these hour-long shows are proving to be hugely popular with families
and schools alike. Featuring songs, dances and aspects of theatre, they
showcase music from a wide variety of genres.

This series of seasonal performances includes Crackling Songs for Autumn
Days, Warm Songs for Winter Days, Blossoming Songs for Spring Days and
Scorching Songs for Summer Days.

Roadshows: we come to you

La Chanson du Retour - Returning with a Song
A fun and interactive performance in French using singing, percussion and
movement to inspire young people to sing, rap and speak in French.

Rosa has found herself transported into a strange world and cannot get
home without finding a mystery song. La Chanson du Retour is the story of
her enchanting musical journey, the friends and foes she meets on the way,
and the triumphant discovery that gets her home. This interactive, high
energy show is entirely in French. The funky songs, rhythms, break dance
battles, film and theatre will energise and inspire children and teachers

to sing and play in French. It will link with the Modern Foreign Language
curriculum targets for lower KS2 but older children would also enjoy it.

Cost: £550 - one hour performance, one workshop for one class and a
resource pack

There is a supporting teacher training session to teach songs and musical
games in French.



Winter Wonderings

Using songs, puppetry and theatre, Winter Wonderings is aimed at children
aged 3 to 11 years. The interactive show lasts for fifty minutes and links in
with aspects of the primary schools curriculum. It is a fun, thoughtful show
about stories, friendship and feelings.

Imagine yourself in the magical wood where all the fairy tales take place.
If you could join the characters from those tales, would you change any of
their stories?

Winter Wonderings is set in the snowy magical wood and stars Shula,

a ‘squirgle’, who finds herself in the middle of the fairy tales the wood
reveals. Her adventures make her question the rights and wrongs of the
characters she meets, but with the audience’s help she finds some answers
and new friends, before settling back down for her long winter’s sleep.

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Marking the 20th Anniversary of Folkworks, we have developed new
programmes for primary and secondary students and their teachers -
available from September 2009.

Folk Collective in the Classroom
An imaginative project to inspire and engage young people in music.

A creative approach to music in the KS3 classroom offering a way to
engage the new Year 7 intake through song, percussion and instrumental
skills. We will bring a twenty-first century perspective to a constantly
evolving tradition and it will enable your students to develop and explore
their own musical ideas.

The project begins with a two-day residential in York for teachers on 2nd
and 3rd October 2009.

Course includes:

® How to incorporate all members of a class, musicians and singers into an
ensemble

¢ Singing and songwriting from folk ballads to hip hop, arrangements
looking at melodies and the back line

* Resources to support your work in school

® Three half-day visits from a musician to offer practical support in the

¢ Opportunity to take part in a festival day in Summer 2010, giving a
platform for groups and bands to perform and share work with other
schools

Cost: £800 - two-day residential in York, resource pack, three half-day
visits in your school and a performance opportunity



Folk Collective in the Primary School Classroom

A perfect way to deliver the music curriculum in the primary school
classroom. This programme takes a class on the journey towards becoming
a band by introducing two instruments and developing vocal and ensemble
skills.

Packages:

® Fiddle, whistle and song

* Fiddle, concertina and song
@ Guitar, melodeon and song

We can work with up to two classes per half-day.

The first phase will be getting to grips with the instruments and helping
students make an informed choice about which instrument to concentrate
on. The first part of each session will be dedicated to band skills and
playing tunes together, followed by instrument-specific tuition on the
chosen instruments.

This project will be preceded by a teacher training day, focusing on tin
whistle and vocal skills and will work in conjunction with Whistle Up!,
hosted on the tuned-in.org website (see next page). Other resources will
also be available.

The musicians will enable the class teachers to continue the programme
between visits.

Cost: £3,000 - eighteen half-day sessions in your school, teacher training
and resources
Please note that instrument hire is not included. 7
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tuned-in.org presents a wealth of interactive materials for primary music,
available to all schools served by the Northern Grid for Learning.

Whistle Up!

Whistle Up! is an innovative programme supporting Wider Opportunities at
KS2, presented by The Sage Gateshead and tuned-in.org.

Northumbrian whistle playerJoey Oliver (who plays with 422, winners of the
1999 Radio 2 Young Folk Award) presents the Whistle Up! project through
two online units of work for schools. During the Summer term 2009 these
will be supported through video conferencing with folk musicians provided
by the Northern Grid for Learning.

Cost: £350 - two half-day sessions, half-day teacher training and
supporting DVD

Cost: £900 - six half-day sessions, half-day teacher training, supporting
DVD, and interactive practice materials from the Whistle Up! website

West African Drum Beats

This programme runs in conjunction with the tuned-in.org resources and
website. It will enable children to learn to:

® Play djembe and other percussion within a drumming group

¢ Sing a range of West African and Caribbean songs

* Memorise and perform musical patterns through African and Caribbean
drum languages

¢ Compose and perform accompaniments for African dances and songs

@ Use software to develop and notate their own compositions

¢ Create and perform music as an integral part of African storytelling

Cost: £900 - one teacher training day, six half-day workshops and a
CD-rom resource
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This year-long project aims to bring singing alive in the school community
by raising teacher confidence and skill whilst enthusing children in singing.

Tutors work with teachers to integrate singing into the curriculum and all
aspects of school life through practical training, resources and activities
created to suit the needs of each school.

Singing is a great tool to address all areas of the curriculum including
literacy, numeracy, history, geography and modern foreign languages. It
provides a solid foundation for all musical skills and will really inspire and
stimulate children’s learning.

Vocal Union is now available to secondary schools and can support the KS3
curriculum. We are interested in helping schools utilise singing to support
the transition from primary to secondary school.

Cost: £1250 - eighteen half-day sessions, teacher training and resources

For schools that are into their second or third year of Vocal Union we are
offering continuing support in a range of gold, silver and bronze packages,
please contact us for details.
